Considerations:

· Do students understand that two-dimensional shapes are “flat” and three-dimensional shapes are “solid”?”  (Note what vocabulary the students understand (ex. solid, 3-dimensional, or 3-D)
· If prompted, are students able to further categorize within the larger two-dimensional shapes and three-dimensional shapes? (Those that have curved surfaces or straight surfaces.)
· Can students discuss and justify their ideas?
