	Materials
	Two trains made with Snap Cubes or Unifix Cubes of all the same color:  Train 1 with 7 cubes snapped together; Train 2 with 9 cubes snapped together

	Task
	Place the trains in front of the student.  Say, Look at these two trains.  What is the same about them?  What is different?  Do you notice anything else about these 2 trains?”  Prompt, if needed, “Which train is the longest?  How do you know?”

	Developing Understanding
	· Only describes the trains by non-measurable attributes (e.g., color, texture) rather than describing it using measureable attributes (length, width, height, etc.).

· Tries to compare the two trains by placing them side-by-side, but does not line up the ends for an accurate measurement.
